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Teaching the importance of using

subject headings

While end users can “search” databases by following
Q on-screen directions, they need to understand the

basic structure of bibliographic databases in order to

get good results. In particular, they need to under-
stand the importance of using the thesaurus and the nature of the
tree structures. This is an example of a teaching technique which
seemed to “click.” My goal was to teach the basic concepts of bibli-
ographic databases and the use of subject headings (including tree
structures) as well as Boolean operators. In a class | taught on bib-
liographic databases to a RN degree completion audience, only 2 of
20 had done their own searching and none knew about using a the-
saurus. For the course (I was a guest lecturer) they had to do their
own search. When | went back the next week to help with an
Internet class, | had the opportunity to ask how their searches had
gone. The overwhelming response was that knowing about subject
headings was what made the difference. While | had demonstrated
Grateful Med because of no access to health-related CD-ROMs at
the distance education site, for their assignment most had searched
CINAHL and/or MEDLINE on CD-ROM at their local health
science libraries — and had success. They expressed a sense of
empowerment derived from doing their own searching, which |
found quite refreshing.

The database instruction was integrated into a session on basic
computer applications — word processing, spreadsheets, graphics,
and databases — where | used one of my grant projects as an exam-
ple of how these program types are used. For instance, we con-
structed a graph in Harvard Graphics based on their responses to
some survey questions on nurses’ experiences with computer appli-
cations. Library databases were used to demonstrate the concepts
of database, record, and field. For purposes of illustration, I used
the filing analogy, with file cabinet/folder illustration:

File cabinets = MEDLARS
File drawer = MEDLINE
File folder = database record — one article
Database record offers specific fields — form for indexing

Next, I quickly reviewed the indexing process, noting that the
fields in the record were both objective and subjective, and then
introduced the exercise, outlined below.

1. Introduce “seat work.” Refer to indexing form handout.

The objective (bibliographic citation) information was com-
pleted for the sample article. Note the use of

descriptors/publication types, the check tags, and other data-
base fields. (Blank form follows, which you can use for your
own article choice.)

2. Students read article and assign subject headings, both major
and minor.

3. Instructor has blank transparency (flip chart would also
work). Moving around the room, ask each student to give
one subject heading they used, until there are no more ideas,
and write them down.

4. Do an author/title search for the article in databases you are
teaching — would be best to find and compare indexing in
both MEDLINE and CINAHL.

5. Review records and compare subject headings to students’
thoughts. Note that indexers don’t always agree!

6. Demonstrate constructing a search for the key concepts in
your article. Include basic information on Boolean & tree
structures, using tree related to the sample search. Note that
other systems have different ways ofgetting tothe thesaurus —
I mentioned F9 in the SilverPlatter SPIRS software, as it is
the most common in use in our area.

7. Emphasize main point: When subject searching, always look
for relevant subject headings first. Use keywords only if you
can’t find a good heading.

8. Conclude with comment that the best way to learn is to do a
search, reading screens and asking for help from the reference
librarian.

Students were advised to do their searches in at least two data-
bases and compare the process and results. Were available subject
headings the same? How did the indexing of the articles compare?

The article | selected reinforced the database concept — what
needs to be in a standard patient record to get at nursing outcomes?
The citation: Zielstorff R. Nursing language, nursing documenta-
tion, and you. D Medsurg Nursing 1994 Apr;3(2):144-5. The
instructor really appreciated my stress of the importance of the
Nursing Minimum Data Set and nursing classifications. How can
one research nursing outcomes if there isn’t a standard terminolo-
gy? The same applies to literature searching.

The example should be varied according to the background and
needs of the students. For a class with beginning nursing students,
I would choose a clinical article.

Doody’s Star Ratings will soon appear in the review field of
book records (those reviewed by Doody) in the CINAHL database.
These ratings indicate an expert’s objective opinion about the value
of the book. The number of stars assigned to a book correlates to a
numerical score the book receives as depicted in the chart below.

The numerical score results from the answers an expert reviewer
gives to each question on an 18-point questionnaire. The ques-
tionnaire highlights 16 different elements of the book (such as the
number and quality of the illustrations; the number, currency, and
pertinence of the references; and the amount of duplication, etc.),
and the reviewer must rate each element on a 5-point scale. The
reviewers are typically academically based health care professionals
with an expertise in the subject area of the book.

Doody Publishing’s staff enters the reviewer’s answers into its
computer and the rating is automatically calculated. The highest
score a book can receive is 100. The lowest is 20. Scores are plot-
ted on a bell curve to yield the following scale for the Doody Star
Rating.

**xxx Q7 -100 Exceptional book, with nearly flawless execution

**kx - 90-96  Outstanding book, with minor problems in
execution

*** 69-89 Very good book, but usually with one or more
fairly significant flaws

* 47 - 68  Average book, usually with several flaws

(or one major flaw) or significant weaknesses
versus its competition
* below 46 Substandard book
