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First-time or infrequent searchers will appreciate the CINAHLdirect™
online service’s mapping feature. Search terms entered on the command
line are automatically treated as subject searches, and the system “"maps™
your terms to the appropriate subject headings from the Thesaurus of
Saciological Indexing Terms. Broader, narrower, and/or related terms can
be selected for searching. The CINAHLAdirect online service allows frequent searchers
to search by subject, keyword, or specific fields. Fields available for searching in the SAl medical subset are listed in
Table 1 with their corresponding two-character codes. Help screens are provided for each field along with search examples. Expert searchers will
also appreciate the limit feature. Previous searches can be restricted by specific variables such as language, publication type, country of publication,
update code, publication year, or whether or not the record contains an abstract. Display options for records include three formats:
SC  Scan Result Format (partial author and title)
TI Titles only
L Long (full record)
There is no charge for the SC or T1 formats and only $1.50 per record for the L format or full record.
